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IMPORTANT: Our Model WPO70 Trough Drinker must have a neck rail installed over it. No neck
rail in place will void the warranty.

To install the valve cover, depress Ref. No. 5 stainless steel cover pin. Place cover into position. Let pin snap back out into
the hole in the end of the trough. To remove valve cover, depress the cover pin though the hole in the end of the trough.
Lift one side so that the pin snaps back outside of and above the trough. Use the handholds to help lift the cover.

To open access doors on the trough, use a straight blade screwdriver. Turn Ref. No. 13 fillister head bolt one quarter turn
and the bolt should pop out.

Use the two mechanical plugs (Ref. Nos. 29 and 30) inside the trough. Use the Ref. No. 28 rubber stopper in the down-
ward drain hole if you are draining the tank directly into the ground. Use the same stopper in the outside hole in the trough
if you are draining into a tile.

The water level can be adjusted by moving Ref. No. 19.4 float up or down on Ref. No. 19 brass float arm.
